Retrofit Procedure:

. Turn OFF power to the fixture at the breaker panel before installation.

. Fix power wire and clips to the ceiling orwall

. Snap fixture into clips. Ensure they are secured in place.

. Connect tubes male end into female end

One power connector can connect 20pcs or less for 22W and wattages under
. One power connector can connect 10pcs or less for 22W + and wattagesover
. Once all fixtures are connected, connect power cord to single fixture
